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An adequate to good literary commentary will:

show an awareness of how the expectations and grievances of each character are
presented, perhaps through point of view

comment on the tensions between the central characters as shown through their thoughts
and behaviour

discuss some of the description and images used

begin to explore some of the stylistic choices in the extract, for example, sound, tone,
imagery, description, and paragraphing.

A very good to excellent literary commentary may also:

show a more subtle understanding of the characters and their understanding of each
other

explore in greater detail how the tensions are presented, for example, through action,
thought and speech, and how these contribute to the overall impact of the passage
consider the contribution made by patterns of imagery such as tallying, keeping accounts,
chemistry

discuss in greater detail the more subtle aspects of structure and style, perhaps finding
humour/sarcasm in the extract.

An adequate to good literary commentary will:

show some understanding of the speaker’s portrayal of the aunt and her situation

make some comment on the imagery associated with, for example, light, seafaring, time
make some comment on the stylistic and structural features, such as lack of punctuation,
use of spaces

begin to explore the interplay between reality and imagination.

A very good to excellent literary commentary may also:

explore in greater detail the speaker’s portrayal of the aunt’s situation, perhaps thinking
about the relationship between them

discuss in more detail the development of the imagery and how this contributes to an
overview of the poem

discuss in greater depth the stylistic and structural features and how they support
interpretation

show a more sophisticated understanding of the speaker’s portrayal of the aunt and
reflection on transitional states.
